We have arranged a special program, in conjunction with the United States Equestrian Team Foundation, encompassing a lecture and tour of the Hamilton Farm Stable by W. Barry Thomson.  If you missed Barry’s lecture back in January here is a chance to hear it plus more and take a tour of the famed stable. 

The talk covers the history of the legendary estate of James Cox Brady, "Hamilton Farm," in Peapack-Gladstone and Bedminster Township, with a focus on the estate's landmark stable and coach barn that, since the 1960s, has been headquarters for the United States Equestrian Team and its Foundation.  Among other things, the talk will cover the diverse uses of the building over the years, including its functions during World War II, first as a canning factory for foodstuffs sent to England during the Blitz and later as a hospital and rehabilitation center.
