MEETING TOPIC:  Hunterdon County Historian Stephanie B. Stevens will speak about her most recent book Beneath These Waters, which is on the history of Round Valley Reservoir, located in Clinton Township.  She has written a fascinating history of what life was like in the valley, what was there in terms of farms, some of the people there and then when the State came in to buy the land and flood it.

Stephanie is Chair of the Hunterdon County Cultural & Heritage Commission, a trustee of the Hunterdon County Historical Society, an author of 5 books on local history, and a former Committeewoman and Mayor of Readington Township, where she resides.
