“The War on the Frontier, c. 1740-1795” presented by 

Dr. Alan Cooper

Dr. Cooper has taught Latin and history at Morristown-Beard School for the past 26 years.  As an archaeologist, for 25 years, he has conducted the public archaeology programs at Lord Stirling’s Manor and Lenape Meadow for the Somerset County Park Commission’s Environmental Education Center in Basking Ridge.  Dr. Cooper’s presentation, “The War on the Frontier, c. 1740-1795,” details aspects of the French and Indian, Dunmore’s and the Revolutionary wars on the Virginia, Ohio, and Pennsylvania borders.  Using primary sources and pictures of sites associated with the events described, Dr. Cooper provides a glimpse of the battle for the frontier, far away in space and ideology from the more commonly known fighting associated with the Revolution here in the east.
The dinner always proves to be a highlight of the season.

There will be a brief meeting during which slips of paper will be distributed.  The By-laws indicate that there is to be an election of officers each year.
